2.8  System of Play 
 

2.8.1 Each categories in singles and doubles will be played best of five games (until 3 games are won) with 11 points for each game.
2.8.2 The Qualifying Competition will be played in groups of four (all play all). The first and second placed will play in the World Championships Competition, the third and fourth placed will play in the Consolation Competition.

2.8.3 The Consolation Competition will be played according to the knock-out system
2.8.4 The World Championships Competition will be played according to the knock-out system.
2.9    Equipment
2.9.1 ITTF approved tables, surrounds, nets and balls will be used. 
2.9.2 One side of a racket must be bright red and the other black.

Competition Venue
 

The WVC 2010 will be held in the Inner Mongolia Gymnasium which is part of the Inner Mongolia Sports Complex. Its design, onstruction and facilities are all of first class in the world. The wooden floor will satisfy the needs of international table tennis competitions and the main hall covers an area of 2,400 square meters, sub-hall 3,500 square meters, and practice hall 3,000 square meters, the three halls will be able to accommodate at least 160 tables for competition and practice, which will be sufficient for the WVC 2010. There are 6,000 seats in the gymnasium.The illumination intensity can reach over1500LUX in the three halls.The separate and fully-equipped office areas are avaliable for  Swaythling Club International and Organizing Committee (ground floor of Main Hall). Clinics and medical personnel will be avaliable for players and officials.Full –equipped media center and press room will be open for champinships.A Shower room accommodating 600-800 people and locker room will be avaliable.Snack bar, coffee bar and no less than 20 different flavors restaurants will be established including a corresponding number of Islamic Restaurant.
Brief Introduction of Hohhot City, Inner Mongolia
Hohhot is the capital city of Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region in northern China. The Region covers an area of 1.183 million km²and stretches 2,400 km from east to west and 1,700 km form north to south, bordering Mongolia and Russia. The Region is the first autonomous region of minority nationalities in China as Mongolians taking up the main body of its total population of 22.63 millions. While the Mongolian civilization and heritage dates back to ancient times, now the fertile grassland, folk arts, wine and milk constitute the vitality and attractiveness of the Region. Hohhot literarily means “green city” in Mongolian language. It is the national level “City of History and Culture” and “Best Tourist Destination” awarded by China central government, owing to its abundant history and culture heritage, beautiful environment and well-developed tourist industry. The recent years have also witnessed the rapid overall development of Hohhot in urban construction, economy, culture, science, education and social services. A New-Look program of Hohhot is currently being carried out to further improve the image of the city as beautiful, clean, environmental-friendly with modern lifestyle matching its tradition.
